HOW TO HARDEN YOUR WOOD BAT








Boning a wood bat will improve its strength, durability, and pop power. 





Buy an animal bone and rub your entire bat lengthwise along the bone.


Turn bat every 9-10 “rubs” to produce a uniform compaction of the grains.


Finish by rubbing rosin into the bat to fill in grooves, grains, and air pockets (some leagues do not allow this- check league rules).

Although each manufacturer may offer slightly different information the basic principles apply to all bats.  





All bats, unless otherwise noted, will be covered by a Manufacturer’s Warranty.  The typical warranty period is a full twelve (12) month warranty from the date of purchase, although some manufacturers have modified that policy to 400 Days or 2 years (pending the item), the coverage towards the bat is the same.  The Manufacturer’s Warranty, subject to evaluation, covers the following defects to items such as: breaking, end cap damage, loose knob, internal rattle, and denting.





The Manufacturer Warranty does NOT cover bats that have been “abused, altered in any way or mistreated; bats that have been used in commercial batting cage, bats used after initial failure…”

A few years ago the bat manufacturers decided to handle all returns directly and take it out of the hands of the dealers.  They do require a RA Number so contacting the manufacturer before sending the bat back is a must.





Caring for your Wood Bat


You’ve done your research and tried all the baseball bats you could get your hands on, and now that you have the wood bat that’s best for you, you need to take care of it.





Here are a few tips to keep your bat in great shape:





Most importantly, keep your baseball bat clean. This is especially important if you use pine tar on your bat.





The best way to clean a bat is to wipe it down with rubbing alcohol after use. Some people like to perform this task every day, but cleaning after each day’s use should suffice.





Take a soft cloth or a wad of paper towels and wet liberally with rubbing alcohol. Wipe down the bat from the top of the barrel down to the handle, paying particular attention to the handle, where pine tar, sweat and grime quickly accumulate.





To take care of dings, scrapes and scratches on the bat, try rubbing it with a piece of bone or another wood bat. If you don’t have a piece of bone or another bat, a wood rolling pin works well. The idea is to 


smooth out the rough spots caused by play and to keep the bat’s surface smooth and unblemished.


When it’s not in use, store your bat in a cool, dry place. Store the bat vertically, with the handle end up.


If you take care of your bat, you’ll be ready to take care of business when you step to the plate.






























































Taping your Bat Grip


If you have a baseball bat that you love and the grip is starting to tear or separate from the handle, it can be removed and replaced. Athletic tape offers cushion and comfort for your palms, and works just as well as the original grip. The athletic tape has just enough bonding power to form a secure grip, without the sticky feel of a heavier tape. Apply a new grip, and your bat will be as good as new.





Step 1-  Remove the old grip from the bat completely. To do this, pick up the loose ends and separate the original grip tape from the bat. A utility knife can help to cut and lift any pieces of the grip that are difficult to remove.





Step 2-  Sand the area of the bat that had the original grip with fine grit sandpaper. The sandpaper will remove any glue residue that has been left behind, creating a smooth surface for the new tape.





Step 3-  Place the bat on the floor, vertically on its tip with the knob facing up towards the ceiling. Hold the bat in place with your knees, because you are going to need to keep your hands free to perform the new taping.





Step 4-  Wrap the tape around the grip area of the bat starting just above the knob. Wrap the tape evenly, in a criss cross pattern, smoothing as you go up the entire length of the grip area of the bat. Stop taping where the original grip tape ended.





Step 5-  Apply another layer of tape until the new grip area is a comfortable thickness. The concept is to create a new grip cushion, but do not exaggerate the grip area by over taping. The thickness should be comparable to the original.

How to hold and swing a wood baseball bat properly?


Swing the bat with the label up- facing the hitter. This will ensure the baseball is struck with the grains. This is important because the bat will produce optimal strength and power to the baseball.

Both companies are on the leading edge of training bat research. They make their wood comps with a foamed-plastic core, covered by a fiber-resin material, then with an Ash wood outer layer. 





What's the secret to making wood last longer?


Using the "boning" technique above with White Ash bats.


Keep wood away from extreme temperatures and liquids.


Make sure to make contact with the label facing away from the ball.


If buying a wooden bat with a pro cup, make sure there are NO air pockets/gaps showing in the cup grains.


Look for long loopy wood grains, or rings, running length-wise along the barrel. The wider apart the grains, the stronger the bat.


Use the Balance Test: power hitters- balance point farther from the handle (C-243 & C-261), and closer to the handle for more of a contact hitter (C-271, M110, & C-72).
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When Babe Ruth and Lou Gehrig played, Hickory provided dense, heavy, and durable bats. Then 


Ted Williams started swinging Northern White Ash- for its light weight features that were great for end-of-the-season fatigue. 





During this era, all players would "bone," Northern White Ash bats, which meant taking an animal bone and rub it length-wise along the grains to pack them down. Players still do this today.





In the new age of wooden bats, Maple began to move onto the wood bat scene. It's light and dense- similar to old school Hickory. The difference is, since its mass is less, they break a lot easier than its heavier vintage counterpart.

Hickory is by far the strongest wood available for swinging, however a short search on Google will land one frustrated...there's a company called Old Hickory Co., which manufacturers, ironically, Ash bats and surprisingly, the only positive life for old Hickory is a Don Mattingly endorsed hickory youth "training" bat. 





In today’s wood bat market, companies are spending their marketing dollars pushing their Maple models, thanks to guys like Barry Bonds shattering the home run record and many major leaguers endorsing Maple bat products.
